Abraham:

Genesis 17: 1 When Abram was ninety-nine years old, the Lord appeared to him and said, "I am God Almighty; walk before me and be blameless. 2 I will confirm my covenant between me and you and will greatly increase your numbers." 
3 Abram fell facedown, and God said to him, 4 "As for me, this is my covenant with you: You will be the father of many nations. 5 No longer will you be called Abram ; your name will be Abraham, for I have made you a father of many nations. 6 I will make you very fruitful; I will make nations of you, and kings will come from you. 7 I will establish my covenant as an everlasting covenant between me and you and your descendants after you for the generations to come, to be your God and the God of your descendants after you. 8 The whole land of Canaan, where you are now an alien, I will give as an everlasting possession to you and your descendants after you; and I will be their God."

Sarah:

Genesis 17: 15 God also said to Abraham, "As for Sarai your wife, you are no longer to call her Sarai; her name will be Sarah. 16 I will bless her and will surely give you a son by her. I will bless her so that she will be the mother of nations; kings of peoples will come from her." 


Jacob:

Genesis 35:9 After Jacob returned from Paddan Aram, God appeared to him again and blessed him. 10 God said to him, "Your name is Jacob, but you will no longer be called Jacob; your name will be Israel." So he named him Israel. 
11 And God said to him, "I am God Almighty; be fruitful and increase in number. A nation and a community of nations will come from you, and kings will come from your body. 12 The land I gave to Abraham and Isaac I also give to you, and I will give this land to your descendants after you." 13 Then God went up from him at the place where he had talked with him. 
14 Jacob set up a stone pillar at the place where God had talked with him, and he poured out a drink offering on it; he also poured oil on it. 15 Jacob called the place where God had talked with him Bethel.

David’s Plan

	2 Samuel 7:1-3
1 After the king was settled in his palace and the Lord had given him rest from all his enemies around him, 2 he said to Nathan the prophet, "Here I am, living in a palace of cedar, while the ark of God remains in a tent." 
3 Nathan replied to the king, "Whatever you have in mind, go ahead and do it, for the Lord is with you." 

	What was David concerned about?

	2 Samuel 7:4-7
4 That night the word of the Lord came to Nathan, saying: 

5 "Go and tell my servant David, 'This is what the Lord says: Are you the one to build me a house to dwell in? 6 I have not dwelt in a house from the day I brought the Israelites up out of Egypt to this day. I have been moving from place to place with a tent as my dwelling. 7 Wherever I have moved with all the Israelites, did I ever say to any of their rulers whom I commanded to shepherd my people Israel, "Why have you not built me a house of cedar?" ' 


	God had a different idea, and corrected Nathan’s approval of David’s ideas.  He reminds them of what had been going on.  What is that?

Promises To David

	8 "Now then, tell my servant David, 'This is what the Lord Almighty says: I took you from the pasture and from following the flock to be ruler over my people Israel. 9 I have been with you wherever you have gone, and I have cut off all your enemies from before you. Now I will make your name great, like the names of the greatest men of the earth. 10 And I will provide a place for my people Israel and will plant them so that they can have a home of their own and no longer be disturbed. Wicked people will not oppress them anymore, as they did at the beginning 11 and have done ever since the time I appointed leaders over my people Israel. I will also give you rest from all your enemies. 
" 'The Lord declares to you that the Lord himself will establish a house for you: 12 When your days are over and you rest with your fathers, I will raise up your offspring to succeed you, who will come from your own body, and I will establish his kingdom. 13 He is the one who will build a house for my Name, and I will establish the throne of his kingdom forever. 14 I will be his father, and he will be my son. When he does wrong, I will punish him with the rod of men, with floggings inflicted by men. 15 But my love will never be taken away from him, as I took it away from Saul, whom I removed from before you. 16 Your house and your kingdom will endure forever before me; your throne will be established forever.' " 

17 Nathan reported to David all the words of this entire revelation.

	David's Prayer 
18 Then King David went in and sat before the Lord , and he said: 

"Who am I, O Sovereign Lord , and what is my family, that you have brought me this far? 19 And as if this were not enough in your sight, O Sovereign Lord , you have also spoken about the future of the house of your servant. Is this your usual way of dealing with man, O Sovereign Lord ? 
20 "What more can David say to you? For you know your servant, O Sovereign Lord . 21 For the sake of your word and according to your will, you have done this great thing and made it known to your servant. 
22 "How great you are, O Sovereign Lord ! There is no one like you, and there is no God but you, as we have heard with our own ears. 23 And who is like your people Israel-the one nation on earth that God went out to redeem as a people for himself, and to make a name for himself, and to perform great and awesome wonders by driving out nations and their gods from before your people, whom you redeemed from Egypt? 24 You have established your people Israel as your very own forever, and you, O Lord , have become their God. 
25 "And now, Lord God, keep forever the promise you have made concerning your servant and his house. Do as you promised, 26 so that your name will be great forever. Then men will say, 'The Lord Almighty is God over Israel!' And the house of your servant David will be established before you. 
27 "O Lord Almighty, God of Israel, you have revealed this to your servant, saying, 'I will build a house for you.' So your servant has found courage to offer you this prayer. 28 O Sovereign Lord, you are God! Your words are trustworthy, and you have promised these good things to your servant. 29 Now be pleased to bless the house of your servant, that it may continue forever in your sight; for you, O Sovereign Lord, have spoken, and with your blessing the house of your servant will be blessed forever."

Remembering the Promise

	Psalm 132
A song of ascents. 

1 O Lord , remember David and all the hardships he endured. 

2 He swore an oath to the Lord and made a vow to the Mighty One of Jacob: 
3 "I will not enter my house or go to my bed- 
4 I will allow no sleep to my eyes, no slumber to my eyelids, 
5 till I find a place for the Lord , a dwelling for the Mighty One of Jacob." 
…
10 For the sake of David your servant, do not reject your anointed one. 

11 The Lord swore an oath to David, a sure oath that he will not revoke: 
"One of your own descendants I will place on your throne- 
12 if your sons keep my covenant and the statutes I teach them, 
then their sons will sit on your throne for ever and ever." 

13 For the Lord has chosen Zion, he has desired it for his dwelling: 
14 "This is my resting place for ever and ever; here I will sit enthroned, for I have desired it- 
15 I will bless her with abundant provisions; her poor will I satisfy with food. 
16 I will clothe her priests with salvation, and her saints will ever sing for joy. 

17 "Here I will make a horn grow for David and set up a lamp for my anointed one. 
18 I will clothe his enemies with shame, but the crown on his head will be resplendent."

Psalm 89

1 I will sing of the Lord 's great love forever; 
with my mouth I will make your faithfulness known through all generations. 
2 I will declare that your love stands firm forever, that you established your faithfulness in heaven itself. 

3 You said, "I have made a covenant with my chosen one, I have sworn to David my servant, 
4 'I will establish your line forever and make your throne firm through all generations.' "

19 Once you spoke in a vision, to your faithful people you said: 

"I have bestowed strength on a warrior; 
I have exalted a young man from among the people. 
20 I have found David my servant; with my sacred oil I have anointed him. 
21 My hand will sustain him; surely my arm will strengthen him. 
22 No enemy will subject him to tribute; no wicked man will oppress him. 
23 I will crush his foes before him and strike down his adversaries. 
24 My faithful love will be with him, and through my name his horn will be exalted. 
25 I will set his hand over the sea, his right hand over the rivers. 
26 He will call out to me, 'You are my Father, my God, the Rock my Savior.' 
27 I will also appoint him my firstborn, the most exalted of the kings of the earth. 
28 I will maintain my love to him forever, and my covenant with him will never fail. 
29 I will establish his line forever, his throne as long as the heavens endure.


Fulfillment of the Promise

David lives to see his son Solomon become king, and generations of his descendants follow after him as king.


Matthew 1

1 The historical record of Jesus Christ, the Son of David, the Son of Abraham: 2 Abraham fathered Isaac, Isaac fathered Jacob, Jacob fathered Judah and his brothers, 3 Judah fathered Perez and Zerah by Tamar, Perez fathered Hezron, Hezron fathered Aram, 4 Aram fathered Aminadab, Aminadab fathered Nahshon, Nahshon fathered Salmon, 5 Salmon fathered Boaz by Rahab, Boaz fathered Obed by Ruth, Obed fathered Jesse, 6 and Jesse fathered King David. Then David fathered Solomon by Uriah's wife, 7 Solomon fathered Rehoboam, Rehoboam fathered Abijah, Abijah fathered Asa, 8 Asa fathered Jehoshaphat, Jehoshaphat fathered Joram, Joram fathered Uzziah, 9 Uzziah fathered Jotham, Jotham fathered Ahaz, Ahaz fathered Hezekiah, 10 Hezekiah fathered Manasseh, Manasseh fathered Amon, Amon fathered Josiah, 11 and Josiah fathered Jechoniah and his brothers at the time of the exile to Babylon. 12 Then after the exile to Babylon Jechoniah fathered Shealtiel, Shealtiel fathered Zerubbabel, 13 Zerubbabel fathered Abiud, Abiud fathered Eliakim, Eliakim fathered Azor, 14 Azor fathered Zadok, Zadok fathered Achim, Achim fathered Eliud, 15 Eliud fathered Eleazar, Eleazar fathered Matthan, Matthan fathered Jacob, 16 and Jacob fathered Joseph the husband of Mary, who gave birth to Jesus who is called Messiah. 17 So all the generations from Abraham to David were 14 generations; and from David until the exile to Babylon, 14 generations; and from the exile to Babylon until the Messiah, 14 generations.
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 “Within the larger Davidic History, the writer is concerned to trace the faithfulness of God in his promise to David that he would never lack a descendant sitting on this throne (2 Sam 7). This theme is played out in Kings: there were twenty kings in the southern kingdom, and twenty kings in the northern. But the northern kingdom lasted only two centuries while the southern kingdom endured for three and a half centuries. Why was life expectancy so much greater for a king in the South? In the North, there were nine different dynasties, most inaugurated by regicide or coup d'etat. In the South, by contrast, a single dynasty ruled until the Babylonian exile. God had indeed "maintained a lamp" for David (1 Kings 11:36; 15:4; 2 Kings 8:19).”

	Solomon 

I Kings 8:22-24
22 Then Solomon stood before the altar of the LORD in front of the whole assembly of Israel, spread out his hands toward heaven 23 and said: 

"O LORD , God of Israel, there is no God like you in heaven above or on earth below-you who keep your covenant of love with your servants who continue wholeheartedly in your way. 24 You have kept your promise to your servant David my father; with your mouth you have promised and with your hand you have fulfilled it-as it is today.

So the LORD said to Solomon, "Since this is your attitude and you have not kept my covenant and my decrees, which I commanded you, I will most certainly tear the kingdom away from you and give it to one of your subordinates.

	Under King Jehoash

2 Kings 13:22-23

22 Hazael king of Aram oppressed Israel throughout the reign of Jehoahaz. 23 But the LORD was gracious to them and had compassion and showed concern for them because of his covenant with Abraham, Isaac and Jacob. To this day he has been unwilling to destroy them or banish them from his presence.

	What was Jehoash’s relationship to the covenant?

	Josiah 2 Kings 23:1-3
1 Then the king (Josiah) called together all the elders of Judah and Jerusalem. 2 He went up to the temple of the LORD with the men of Judah, the people of Jerusalem, the priests and the prophets-all the people from the least to the greatest. He read in their hearing all the words of the Book of the Covenant, which had been found in the temple of the LORD. 3 The king stood by the pillar and renewed the covenant in the presence of the LORD -to follow the LORD and keep his commands, regulations and decrees with all his heart and all his soul, thus confirming the words of the covenant written in this book. Then all the people pledged themselves to the covenant.
