Session One:  Being with Jesus

Examples of falling at someone’s feet

Abigail threw herself at David’s feet

1 Samuel 25:24 She fell at his feet and said: "My lord, let the blame be on me alone. Please let your servant speak to you; hear what your servant has to say.

Ruth laid at the feet of Boaz—kinsman redeemer  Ruth 3

Shunamite woman at Elisha’s feet

2 Kings 4:25 So she set out and came to the man of God at Mount Carmel. When he saw her in the distance, the man of God said to his servant Gehazi, "Look! There's the Shunammite! 

26 Run to meet her and ask her, `Are you all right? Is your husband all right? Is your child all right?'" "Everything is all right," she said. 

27 When she reached the man of God at the mountain, she took hold of his feet….

28 "Did I ask you for a son, my lord?" she said. "Didn't I tell you, `Don't raise my hopes'?" 

29 Elisha said to Gehazi, "Tuck your cloak into your belt, take my staff in your hand and run. If you meet anyone, do not greet him, and if anyone greets you, do not answer. Lay my staff on the boy's face." 

30 But the child's mother said, "As surely as the LORD lives and as you live, I will not leave you." So he got up and followed her. 

31 Gehazi went on ahead and laid the staff on the boy's face, but there was no sound or response. So Gehazi went back to meet Elisha and told him, "The boy has not awakened." 

32 When Elisha reached the house, there was the boy lying dead on his couch. 

33 He went in, shut the door on the two of them and prayed to the LORD. 
34 Then he got on the bed and lay upon the boy, mouth to mouth, eyes to eyes, hands to hands. As he stretched himself out upon him, the boy's body grew warm. 

35 Elisha turned away and walked back and forth in the room and then got on the bed and stretched out upon him once more. The boy sneezed seven times and opened his eyes.
36 Elisha summoned Gehazi and said, "Call the Shunammite." And he did. When she came, he said, "Take your son." 

37 She came in, fell at his feet and bowed to the ground. Then she took her son and went out.

Esther fell at the king’s feet

Esther 8:3 Esther again pleaded with the king, falling at his feet and weeping. She begged him to put an end to the evil plan of Haman the Agagite, which he had devised against the Jews.

People were regularly falling at Jesus’ feet

Jairus

	Mark 5:22 Then one of the synagogue rulers, named Jairus, came there. Seeing Jesus, he fell at his feet 

23 and pleaded earnestly with him, "My little daughter is dying. Please come and put your hands on her so that she will be healed and live." 

24 So Jesus went with him. A large crowd followed and pressed around him.


	Luke 8:41 Then a man named Jairus, a ruler of the synagogue, came and fell at Jesus' feet, pleading with him to come to his house 

42 because his only daughter, a girl of about twelve, was dying. As Jesus was on his way, the crowds almost crushed him.




Woman with the issue of blood

	Mark 5:31 "You see the people crowding against you," his disciples answered, "and yet you can ask, `Who touched me?'" 

32 But Jesus kept looking around to see who had done it. 

33 Then the woman, knowing what had happened to her, came and fell at his feet and, trembling with fear, told him the whole truth. 

34 He said to her, "Daughter, your faith has healed you. Go in peace and be freed from your suffering."


	Luke 8:47 Then the woman, seeing that she could not go unnoticed, came trembling and fell at his feet. In the presence of all the people, she told why she had touched him and how she had been instantly healed.




Syro-Phoenician woman
Mark 7:25 In fact, as soon as she heard about him, a woman whose little daughter was possessed by an evil spirit came and fell at his feet. 

26 The woman was a Greek, born in Syrian Phoenicia. She begged Jesus to drive the demon out of her daughter. 

27 "First let the children eat all they want," he told her, "for it is not right to take the children's bread and toss it to their dogs." 

28 "Yes, Lord," she replied, "but even the dogs under the table eat the children's crumbs." 

29 Then he told her, "For such a reply, you may go; the demon has left your daughter." 

30 She went home and found her child lying on the bed, and the demon gone.

Samaritan leper

Luke 17:15 One of them, when he saw he was healed, came back, praising God in a loud voice. 

16 He threw himself at Jesus' feet and thanked him--and he was a Samaritan. 

17 Jesus asked, "Were not all ten cleansed? Where are the other nine? 

18 Was no one found to return and give praise to God except this foreigner?"

Women fell at Jesus’ feet after resurrection

Matthew 28:8 So the women hurried away from the tomb, afraid yet filled with joy, and ran to tell his disciples. 

9 Suddenly Jesus met them. "Greetings," he said. They came to him, clasped his feet and worshiped him. 

10 Then Jesus said to them, "Do not be afraid. Go and tell my brothers to go to Galilee; there they will see me."

What is it about Jesus that makes people want to be with him?

Mark 1:16 As Jesus walked beside the Sea of Galilee, he saw Simon and his brother Andrew casting a net into the lake, for they were fishermen. 

17 "Come, follow me," Jesus said, "and I will make you fishers of men." 

18 At once they left their nets and followed him.

Matthew 14:28 "Lord, if it's you," Peter replied, "tell me to come to you on the water." 

29 "Come," he said. Then Peter got down out of the boat, walked on the water and came toward Jesus.

Matthew 4:25 Large crowds from Galilee, the Decapolis, Jerusalem, Judea and the region

across the Jordan followed him.

Matthew 8:1 When he came down from the mountainside, large crowds followed him.

Matthew 13:2 Such large crowds gathered around him that he got into a boat and sat in it, while all the people stood on the shore.

Matthew 15:30 Great crowds came to him, bringing the lame, the blind, the crippled, the mute and many others, and laid them at his feet; and he healed them.
Some chose to stay at his feet

	Mary with perfume
John 12:3 Then Mary took about a pint of pure nard, an expensive perfume; she poured it on Jesus' feet and wiped his feet with her hair. And the house was filled with the fragrance of the perfume. 

4 But one of his disciples, Judas Iscariot, who was later to betray him, objected, 

5 "Why wasn't this perfume sold and the money given to the poor? It was worth a year's wages. " 

6 He did not say this because he cared about the poor but because he was a thief; as keeper of the money bag, he used to help himself to what was put into it. 

7 "Leave her alone," Jesus replied. "It was intended that she should save this perfume for the day of my burial. 

8 You will always have the poor among you, but you will not always have me."


	Woman with Alabaster Jar

Luke 7:37 When a woman who had lived a sinful life in that town learned that Jesus was eating at the Pharisee's house, she brought an alabaster jar of perfume, 

38 and as she stood behind him at his feet weeping, she began to wet his feet with her tears. Then she wiped them with her hair, kissed them and poured perfume on them.

39 When the Pharisee who had invited him saw this, he said to himself, "If this man were a prophet, he would know who is touching him and what kind of woman she is--that she is a sinner." 

40 Jesus answered him, "Simon, I have something to tell you." "Tell me, teacher," he said. 

41 "Two men owed money to a certain moneylender. One owed him five hundred denarii, and the other fifty. 

42 Neither of them had the money to pay him back, so he canceled the debts of both. Now which of them will love him more?" 

43 Simon replied, "I suppose the one who had the bigger debt canceled." "You have judged correctly," Jesus said.
44 Then he turned toward the woman and said to Simon, "Do you see this woman? I came into your house. You did not give me any water for my feet, but she wet my feet with her tears and wiped them with her hair. 

45 You did not give me a kiss, but this woman, from the time I entered, has not stopped kissing my feet. 

46 You did not put oil on my head, but she has poured perfume on my feet. 

47 Therefore, I tell you, her many sins have been forgiven--for she loved much. But he who has been forgiven little loves little." 

48 Then Jesus said to her, "Your sins are forgiven."




John 11:2 This Mary, whose brother Lazarus now lay sick, was the same one who poured perfume on the Lord and wiped his feet with her hair. 

3 So the sisters sent word to Jesus, "Lord, the one you love is sick." … 11:32 When Mary reached the place where Jesus was and saw him, she fell at his feet and said, "Lord, if you had been here, my brother would not have died."

Gerasenes demoniac

Luke 8:28 When he saw Jesus, he cried out and fell at his feet, shouting at the top of his voice, "What do you want with me, Jesus, Son of the Most High God? I beg you, don't torture me!" 

29 For Jesus had commanded the evil spirit to come out of the man. Many times it had seized him, and though he was chained hand and foot and kept under guard, he had broken his chains and had been driven by the demon into solitary places. 

30 Jesus asked him, "What is your name?" "Legion," he replied, because many demons had gone into him.
31 And they begged him repeatedly not to order them to go into the Abyss. 

32 A large herd of pigs was feeding there on the hillside. The demons begged Jesus to let them go into them, and he gave them permission. 

33 When the demons came out of the man, they went into the pigs, and the herd rushed down the steep bank into the lake and was drowned.

34 When those tending the pigs saw what had happened, they ran off and reported this in the town and countryside, 

35 and the people went out to see what had happened. When they came to Jesus, they found the man from whom the demons had gone out, sitting at Jesus' feet, dressed and in his right mind and they were afraid.

Mary and Martha

Luke 10:38 As Jesus and his disciples were on their way, he came to a village where a woman named Martha opened her home to him. 

39 She had a sister called Mary, who sat at the Lord's feet listening to what he said. 

40 But Martha was distracted by all the preparations that had to be made. She came to him and asked, "Lord, don't you care that my sister has left me to do the work by myself? Tell her to help me!" 

41 "Martha, Martha," the Lord answered, "you are worried and upset about many things, 

42 but only one thing is needed. Mary has chosen what is better, and it will not be taken away from her."
